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01 Wiirzburg Residence and Court Garden

Special offers / Tips

The kitchen garden was reconstructed between 1998 and
2001. Since then the gardeners have once again been
cultivating shaped fruit trees (apple trees with hollow crowns
and pear trees with conical crowns). Vegetables and table
grapes are also being grown.

* Among the tours bookable for groups that are offered by
the tourism department of the town of Wiirzburg is one that
includes the Residence & Court Garden, a UNESCO World

Heritage site.

Interesting facts

* In 1981 the Wiirzburg Residence and the Court Garden
was one of the first monument ensembles in Germany to be

inscribed in the UNESCO'’s World Heritage list.

e Qver 70,000 spring and summer flowers, including rare
species, are cultivated in the garden’s own nursery and
planted in the beds framing the South and East Gardens in
May and October.

» The garden designer Johann Prokop Mayer (1735-1804)
divided the terrain into symmetrical, self-contained areas
within the bastions of the city fortifications to create
three garden sections of approximately equal-size:

the East Garden, the South Garden and the nursery grounds.

After 1804 the English landscape garden section was
added.

e The Residence palace was built according to an overall
plan in only 24 years. While it is still in the Baroque style,
the Court Garden, which was started at a later date, is a
characteristically Rococo creation.

Special offers / Tips

e On the ground floor of Veitshochheim Palace there is a
permanent exhibition on the history of the Court Garden
(for which there is a charge).

* An audio guide is offered for visitors to the Court Garden.
This is also available as a paid-content app for iPhones and
android devices.

* Barrierfree access is available

» The tourist information office offers regular tours of the
Veitshdochheim Court Garden, for which there is a charge:
Saturdays from May to October starting at 11am.

* Group tours can be booked via the tourist department of the
town of Wiirzburg (some of these also start from Wiirzburg).

¢ The historical rooms on the upper floor of the palace are
only accessible with the hourly tours (duration approximately
30 minutes). Groups must be registered in advance.

Interesting facts

¢ The Court Garden, 8 km down the River Main from
Wiirzburg, is one of the most important Rococo gardens
in Germany.

» While in the 19th century the magnificent parks were usually
transformed into landscape gardens in the English style, the
garden surrounding the summer residence of the Wiirzburg
prince-bishops was left in its Rococo form.

* A special feature of the Veitshochheim Rococo garden is
the centrally located kitchen garden, in which different
varieties of fruit and vegetable as well as kitchen herbs are
still cultivated today.

e QOver 200 sculptures by well-known Wiirzburg court sculp-
tors can be found in the 270x475-metre garden complex.

* The sculptures of animals, court society, the gods and
personifications of the arts are distributed according to a
cosmological programme between the three garden zones —
the maze, pergola and lake zones.

Special offers /Tips

* The exhibition ‘Everything appears natural, so well concealed

is the design’ in the visitors’ centre provides information
about the history and development of the park.

¢ Paths with a total length of over 20km wind through a varied
landscape of meadows, woods and lakes.

» Cattle graze around the ‘Little Village’ throughout the year.
Animals were always kept at Schonbusch in the past, con-
tributing to the rural, idyllic atmosphere the park’s designers
were attempting to create.

e ‘Schonbusch Serenades’ are held in the ‘Dining Room'’ three
times every year during the summer months.

* The Aschaffenburg guided tour network offers garden and
special tours also in english.

Interesting facts

e Schonbusch Park is one of southern Germany’s oldest and
most extensive landscape gardens. From 1775 the Elector
and Archbishop of Mainz, Friedrich Carl von Erthal, had the
former princely game reserve turned into a park.

* It was completed in 1790 by the garden architect Friedrich
Ludwig von Sckell, who applied the principles he had learned
in England to create a landscape park.

* A number of architectural features are distributed round
the park: the Red Bridge, Philosopher’s House, Temple of
Friendship, Shepherds’ Cottages, Little Village, Dining Room
and Farm House, as well as artificially created ‘hills’ with an
observation tower and the Devil's Bridge.

e The Neoclassical garden palace is connected by a visual
axis with Johannisburg Palace.

e The ‘Ansbach Rococo Festival’ takes place at the beginning
of July. Performances in costume against the imposing
backdrop of the orangery in the Court Garden recreate the
era of Margrave Karl Wilhelm Friedrich von Brandenburg-Ans-
bach.

o Barrier-free access is available.

* Hohenzollern cycle route: the themed cycle route, around 95
km long, begins in Ansbach and ends in Nuremberg, taking
in highlights such as Cadolzburg. The accompanying app
with its ‘augmented reality’ perspective, brings to life eleven
particular sights in a unigue way.

* The Ansbach tourist information office regularly offers tours

Interesting facts

* The Baroque Court Garden was created between 1724 and
1750. Since it was not right next to the palace, Karl Frie-
drich von Zocha built an orangery which closed off the north
side and provided a point de vue.

* The Ansbach Court Garden is a special place. In 1627 a
court gardener succeeded in getting an agave to flower
north of the Alps for the first time.

* The medicinal herb garden was laid out in 2001 to mark the
500th birthday of Leonhart Fuchs. The ‘father of botany’ was
the margrave’s personal physician in the 16th century and
the “fuchsia’ is named after him.

* |n the summer months over 150 lemon, Seville orange,
olive, pistachio, laurel and fig trees decorate the terrace in
front of the orangery.
